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Director’'s Column

This past year - 2008 and into early 2009 - was an exciting one
at LIS.

¢ The data staff in Luxembourg worked throughout 2008 ac-
quiring, harmonizing and documenting datasets for LIS’ Wave
VI. Wave VI will include 35 countries, including, for the first
time, Japan, Korea, Brazil, Colombia, Guatemala, Peru, and
Uruguay.

¢ Working in collaboration with the World Bank, the LIS staff
constructed a second set of Key Figures - known as the LIS
Gender Key Figures - to supplement our longstanding LIS Ine-
quality and Poverty Key Figures. The Gender Key Figures,
launched on International Women’s Day 2009, contain stan-
dardized indicators of women’s economic well-being and gen-
der equality with respect to poverty and employment.

¢ In conjunction with the launch of the LIS
Gender Key Figures, we awarded the first
World Bank / LIS Gender Research Award.
We congratulate the initial recipients, Mi-
chelle Budig and Joya Misra, authors of the
winning paper, How Care Work Shapes
Earnings in a Cross-National Perspective
(LIS WP 499).

¢ Plans to add 15 to 20 more middle-income
countries to the LIS database are well under-
way; we are identifying datasets and revising
the LIS data template to accommodate them.
In this early phase of the Luxembourg Mid-
dle-Income Countries Study (LMICS), we
have benefitted greatly from the support and advice of many
colleagues at the World Bank.

¢ The Luxembourg Wealth Study (LWS), launched at the end
of 2007, is also expanding! Over the next year, we will harmo-
nize additional datasets from the US and Germany and integrate
Australia and Spain, bringing the number of included countries
from ten to twelve.

¢ We are introducing two exciting new technological upgrades
this spring: “LISSY 8”, a new user interface that will make job
submission easier and more convenient, is up and running, and a
new LIS Web Tabulator, which will allow registered users to
construct cross-national tables on-line, is due shortly.

¢ As we did with our labor market data, we are working be-
hind the scenes to expand and further standardize our demo-
graphic and expenditure data for implementation in Wave VII.

¢ Looking ahead, we are planning an international research con-
ference, to be held in Luxembourg in the summer of 2010, on the
status of the middle-class in cross-national perspective. Our early
planning meetings have involved LIS and several valued partners
in Luxembourg: the national statistical office (STATEC), the
National Research Fund (FNR), and the University of Luxem-
bourg. Stay tuned to our website for further information and for a
call-for-papers!

¢ In September, the US office of LIS was re-organized and ex-
panded. My faculty line was transferred from Baruch College, an
undergraduate campus of the City University of New York
(CUNY), to the Graduate Center, CUNY’s doctoral-granting in-
stitution. At the same time, LIS moved into excellent new office
space in the CUNY Graduate Center, and early in 2009 the
CUNY LIS office was officially elevated to the
status of a CUNY Research Center. The new
Luxembourg Income Study Center joins ap-
proximately 30 other Research Centers in resi-
dence at the Graduate Center. (http://
web.gc.cuny.edu/liscenter)

As always, LIS is profoundly grateful to the
institutions that provide our financing. Without
their crucial support, we could not serve the
many researchers who draw on our resources
daily. We especially wish to acknowledge the
government of Luxembourg, the financially-
contributing countries, the World Bank, and the
City University of New York.

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LMICSA Middle Income Countries Study

The Luxembourg Middle Income
Countries Study (LMICS) began
in 2007-2008 with a pilot project
in which we harmonized income
datasets from five Latin Ameri-
can countries.

We are pleased to report that this
five-country pilot is nearly com-
plete; the datasets for Brazil,
Colombia, Guatemala, Peru and
Uruguay are currently being
checked in Luxembourg. They
will be available for use this
spring.

Funded by the US National Sci-
ence Foundation and the EU
Eurosocial Fund, and established
in collaboration with the World
Bank, the pilot will be followed
by an expanded project, with
additional funding from the US
National Science Foundation.

Efforts are currently underway to
identify approximately 15 addi-
tional middle income countries,
and a few low-income countries,
to be added to LIS over the next
three to five years.

Under consideration at present
are: Albania, Argentina, Arme-
nia, Belarus, Bolivia, Bosnia-
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Chile,
China, Ecuador, Egypt, India,
Kyrgyz Republic, Malaysia, Mo-
rocco, Nicaragua, Paraguay, the
Philippines, Romania, Russia, S.
Africa, Tajikistan, Thailand,
Tunisia, Turkey, Ukraine and
Vietnam.

LIS-Based Book Receives 2009 Stein Rokkan Award

Discretionary Time: A New Measure of Free-
dom (Cambridge University Press, 2008), has
just been awarded the 2009 Stein Rokkan
Award.

The Stein Rokkan prize jury had the following
to say about Discretionary Time:
“Discretionary Time is a book that combines
originality in conceptual and theoretical terms
with comparative empirical analysis of tempo-
ral autonomy in six democracies (Australia,
USA, France, Germany, Finland and Swe-
den)...The international team that wrote this
path breaking analysis argues that there is not
only the risk of poverty in terms of money but
also - and in Western democracies probably
more importantly - the risk of poverty in
time..."Discretionary Time" shifts the emphasis
of welfare state analysis from money to time in
a highly original way. The book is not only a
pleasure to read and a masterpiece in compara-
tive secondary data analysis, it is also an eye-
opener which generates empirically novel and
conceptually innovative perspectives on wel-
fare regimes, gender regimes and household
regimes.”

Co-author James Rice (ANU) wrote to LIS,
“the book would not have been possible with-
out the immense cross-national effort that LIS
represents. And most of that effort comes from
[...] the LIS team in the United States and
Europe. All of you are owed a great deal of
gratitude - and a big ‘thank you’ - from me and
my co-authors!” Rice’s co-authors are Robert
Goodin (ANU), Antti Parpo (Somero Social
and Health Services, Finland), and Lina Eriks-
son (ANU). A chapter of the book previously
appeared as LIS Working Paper no.431.

The paper, a study of Denmark, France,
Italy, and the United States, assesses how
different welfare state regimes provide
different trade-offs between intra- and inter
-cohort inequality. The primary finding is
that the conservative and the familialistic
welfare regimes are marked by more inter-
cohort inequality, at the expense of
younger generations, while the social de-
mocratic and the liberal regimes
(especially the U.S.) show less inter-cohort
redistribution of resources, but increasing
intra-cohort inequality.

Prof. Chauvel is author of many papers on
social change, social inequality, and gen-
erational change. A long-time user of LIS
data, Chauvel is currently teaching a semi-
nar on the sociology of inequality and pov-
erty, using LIS data, and has registered his
entire class to use LIS.
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
